Teaching with Primary Sources
Assignment
            This assignment requires you to develop a lesson for your students using the Library of Congress website. Go to (http://aam.nl.edu/index.htm), then click on the Library of Congress icon. 
            I visualize the project as part of a larger lesson or unit. It must have the following characteristics:
1. It must utilize at least five (5) of the LOC collections;
2. It must require your students to browse the collections (so you’ll need to use the computer lab);
3. It must have a clear academic goal tied to the Illinois Learning Standards for your chosen grade level;
4. It must be designed as a lesson plan, including a grading rubric, objectives, and adaptations;

5. It must fit into what your cooperating teacher is teaching at the time, so clear it with him/her before you get too far into your planning.
            My assumption is that you will create a webquest, but that is not an absolute requirement of the assignment. The following are sites you can use as tools in creating webquests.
